‘The UK release of ‘A night Like This’ was originally scheduled for release in February, but a routine check up found a polyp on Caro’s vocal cord and, having undergone surgery, Caro was forced to delay all touring and promotion for three months. Now, with Caro well on the way to recovery, the single will be released on May 16th.  

‘Deleted Scenes From The Cutting Room Floor’ was released in Holland in January 2010, and soon became a countrywide smash. Having broken a record set by Michael Jackson’s ‘Thriller’ for most weeks spent at Number One (now an astonishing 30 weeks), and been awarded prestigious music accolade the Edison Award, the EBBA Award, the Popprijs Award and nominated for an MTV EMA, Caro’s sound has spread across dancehalls and airwaves across the continent. As well as being Radio 2’s Album Of The Week, her first two UK singles ‘Back It Up’ and ‘Riviera Life’ were A-listed by Radio 2 – ‘Riviera Life’ staying on the playlist for over two months including during the Christmas period - and the entire album was playlisted by Radio 2 in January 2011.
