Pushover Boy Blues is an honest, sweet and humble love song that exudes a coquettish charm - an alluring tale of a man struggling with his feelings for his sweetheart when she just won’t settle down.

Already a well-loved and highly regarded musician, TD never fails to deliver music that is well crafted and quite astonishing. Influenced by blues, roots, ragtime, jazz and 50’s rock and roll, TD has an expert ear when it comes to writing unique tracks.  His music has featured in several films and TV shows, from the Rupert Grint and Julie Walters hit ‘Driving Lessons’, to the Dexter Fletcher film “Deadwood” and the multi-award winning East End gangster film The End. He has also produced and written for other musicians, while several pop performers such as Duncan James from boy-band Blue have recorded his songs for their own albums. TD has just written the score to the new Hollywood movie ‘Feed The Fish’ starring Tony Shaloub (Monk) and is currently writing a musical titled ‘Edwin Bowles’. He needed a gypsy jazz type love song for the musical and the result was Pushover Boy Blues.

Originally from the UK TD moved to Los Angeles with his wife and in a sense, the album The Outskirts of Prosper sprang from their life there, in particular one of the first songs written for the album: ‘Goodnight From Hollywood’ which really struck a chord with the LA audiences. His reputation grew from these shows and he was soon being invited to perform more and more, from Hotel Café to The House of Blues and El Rey Theatre, the story of TD Lind and the Outskirts of Prosper was beginning to spread… TD describes his life in L.A. and the driving force behind the album as “encompassing a life in a city where you are doing everything you can to succeed, doing anything you can to live your passion.”

TD Lind has a knack of lacing his music and lyrics with the things he himself has experienced. No stranger to travelling he resided in Kentucky for a while where he extensively toured across the mid-west. With such a wealth of knowledge on roots, blues and jazz The Outskirts Of Prosper is a remarkable and genuine album that reflects the musical prowess of a well-travelled and creative individual.
